 Eye/Ear Drops & Ointment 

Ciprofloxacin 0.3% 

Description
Ciprofloxacin is a second-generation fluoroquinolone 
antibiotic. Its spectrum of activity includes most strains 
of bacterial pathogens responsible for eye and ear 
infections.

Mode of action
Ciprofloxacin interferes with bacterial DNA related 
processes like replication, transcription, DNA repair, 
recombination, transposition, supercoiling and 
relaxation of DNA. The target molecule for quinolones 
is the A sub-unit of bacterial enzyme gyrase 
(topoisomerase II). The forming of a stable complex 
between the quinolone and the whole gyrase tetramer 
A2B2 leads to impaired enzyme functions, resulting in 
a rapid killing of sensitive bacteria. 

Composition
Ciprox® Eye & Ear Drops: Each ml sterile eye & ear 
drops contains Ciprofloxacin Hydrochloride 
Monohydrate USP 3.5 mg equivalent to Ciprofloxacin  
3 mg.

Ciprox® Eye Ointment: Each gm ointment contains 
Ciprofloxacin Hydrochloride Monohydrate USP 3.5 mg 
equivalent to Ciprofloxacin 3 mg.

Indications
Eye: Bacterial Conjunctivitis, Keratitis, Blepharitis, 
Corneal ulcers, Dacryocystitis.  
Ear:  Otitis externa.  

Dosage & administration
Ciprox® Eye drops: 
For Corneal Ulcers:  Instill 2 drops into the affected eye 
every 15 minutes for the first six hours and then 2 
drops into the affected eye every 30 minutes for the 
remainder of the first day. On the second day, instill 2 
drops into the affected eye hourly. On the third through 
the fourteenth day, place 2 drops into the affected eye 
every four hours. Treatment may be continued after 14 
days if corneal re-epithelialization has not occurred. 
Bacterial Conjunctivitis/Blepharitis: Instill 1 drop to the 
conjunctival sac(s) every two hours for two days and 1 
drop every four hours for the next five days.
Ciprox® Ear drops: Twice a day, about 12 hours apart 
for 7 days.
Ciprox® Eye Ointment: Apply a 1/2 inch ribbon into 
the conjunctival sac 3 times a day on the first 2 days, 
then apply a 1/2 inch ribbon 2 times a day for the next 
5 days.                  

Contraindications
Hypersensitivity to quinolones or any component of this 
product

Side effects
Local burning or discomfort, itching, foreign body 
sensation, crystalline precipitates, lid margin crusting, 
conjunctival hyperemia and a bad taste following 
administration. Photophobia and nausea may be 
reported.

Use in pregnancy & lactation
Pregnancy category C. Therefore, ophthalmic 

Ciprofloxacin should be used during pregnancy only 
when potential benefits exceed the risks. It is not 
known whether excretion in human milk occurs 
following topical ophthalmic administration. Caution 
should be exercised in the nursing mothers.

Precautions
Prolonged use of Ciprofloxacin may result in 
overgrowth of non susceptible organisms including 
fungi. Ciprofloxacin should be discontinued at the first 
appearance of a skin rash or any other sign of 
hypersensitivity reaction.

Drug interactions
Specific Drug interaction studies have not been 
observed with ophthalmic and ear Ciprofloxacin.

Over dosage
A topical overdose of Ciprofloxacin ophthalmic solution 
may be flushed from the eye with warm tap water.

Storage
Store below 25˚C. Do not freeze. Store in a cool and 
dry place away from light. Keep out of reach of 
children. Do not touch the dropper/ tube tip to surfaces 
since this may contaminate the content. Do not use 
after 1 month of first opening.

Packaging
Ciprox® Eye & Ear Drops: Each dropper bottle 
contains 5 ml sterile eye & ear drops.
Ciprox® Eye Ointment: Each tube contains 3 gm 
sterile eye ointment.
