
Ecozol® Plus
Econazole + Triamcinolone Acetonide

Description: Ecozol® Plus is a combination of Econazole Nitrate and 
Triamcinolone Acetonide.
Mode of action: Econazole inhibits the incorporation of acetate into 
ergosterol and thereby disrupting the integrity and function of the fungal 
cell membrane. It also inhibits lanosterol demethylase. Triamcinolone 
acetonide is a topically active fluorinated corticosteroid which has 
anti-inflammatory, antipruritic and vasoconstrictive actions.
Composition: Ecozol® Plus Cream: Each gram cream contains 
Econazole Nitrate BP 10 mg and Triamcinolone Acetonide BP 1 mg.
Indications: It is indicated for the topical treatment of inflammatory 
dermatomycoses and inflammatory skin conditions (which can be 
complicated by or threatened by bacterial or fungal skin infecton):
 Tinea pedis, tinea cruris, tinea corporis due to Trichophytes rubrum, 
 Trichophyton mentagrophytes, Epidermophyton floccosum, and  
 Microsporum canis 
 Tinea versicolor due to Malassezia furfur 
 Cutaneous or external genital candidiasis due to Candida albicans.
Dosage & administration: Apply thinly to the affected area and surrounding 
skin once or twice daily, depending on the severity of the condition. If there is 
no improvement after four weeks, treatment should be reviewed.
Contraindications: Hypersensitivity to econazole nitrate, triamcinolone 
acetonide, other corticosteroids or imidazoles or any component in the 
cream. Topical corticosteroids are contraindicated in most viral infections 
of the skin, such as vaccinia, varicelia and Herpes simplex, also 
tuberculosis and acne rosacea. 
Side effects: For econazole nitrate, approximately 3% of recipients have 
local erythema, burning, stinging or itching. Reported local adverse 
reactions of triamcinolone acetonide are burning, itching, irritation, 
dryness, folliculitis, hypertrichosis, acneiform eruptions, hypopigmentation, 
maceration of the skin, secondary infection, skin atrophy, striae and miliria.
Use in pregnancy & lactation: Safety of its use during pregnancy and 
lactation has not been established. Thus it should be used only if the 
potential benefit justifies the potential risk to the foetus or nursing infant.
Precautions: Corticosteroid applied to large areas of the skin can be 
absorbed in sufficient amount to produce systemic effects like adrenal 
suppression, manifestation of Cushing's syndrome, hyperglycaemia and 
glucosuria in some patients. Thus suitable precautions should be taken 
during prolonged treatment, when treating extensive body surface area, 
when using the occlusive technique and when treating children (because 
of a larger skin surface area to body weight ratio). Suitable precautions 
should also be taken when treating lesion complicated with stasis 
dermatitis or impaired circulation. Discontinue use if irritation, sensitivity or 
other reactions develop and institute appropriate treatment.
Storage: Store in a cool (Below 25˚C temperature) and dry place 
protected from light.
Packaging: Ecozol® Plus 10 gm Cream: Each carton contains a tube 
having 10 gm cream.
Ecozol® Plus 20 gm Cream: Each carton contains a tube having 20 gm cream.
