
Atrokid® Sterile Eye Drops
Atropine Sulphate BP 0.01%

Description
Atropine Sulphate is an anticholinergic or 
antiparasympathetic drug for topical administration to 
the eyes.

Mode of action
Atropine sulfate act by blocking muscarinic 
acetylcholine receptors in the eye, leading to pupil 
dilation and paralysis of the ciliary muscle.

Composition
Atrokid® Sterile Eye Drops: Each ml contains 
Atropine Sulphate BP 0.1 mg. 

Indications
To slow the progression of myopia in children aged 
from 4 to 14 years. 

Dosage & administration
Instill one drop to each eye at night. The maximum 
benefit of treatment may not be achieved with less 
than a 2 years continued administration period.

Contraindications
Hypersensitivity to any Component of this medication.

Side effects
Blurred vision, local irritation, follicular conjunctivitis, 
vascular congestion, oedema, exudate, contact 
dermatitis, eczematous dermatitis, photophobia.

Precautions
Atropine sulfate should not be used in children who 
have previously had severe systemic reaction to 
atropine. This eye drops should not be used in children 
less than 4 years of age.
For external use only. 

Drug interactions
Atropine sulfate should not be used with the following 
medications, because serious interactions may occur 
with Anticholinergics, Antiglaucoma agents, Potassium 
Citrate, Potassium Supplements, Carbachol, 
Pilocarpine & CNS medication.

Over dosage
Proper data not found.

Storage
Keep out of reach of children. Store in a dry place, 
below 25°C temperature, and protected from light. Do 
not touch the dropper tip to surfaces since this may 
contaminate the solution. Do not use after one month 
of first opening. 

Packaging
Atrokid® Sterile Eye Drops: Each dropper bottle 
contains 5 ml sterile eye drops.
