1 drop in the affected eye(s) daily or as directed by the 
physician.

This combination is contraindicated in hypersensitivity 
to any component of the preparation.

The most common adverse reactions following the use 
of Alcaftadine were instillation site irritation, burning & 
redness.

Pregnancy category B. It is not known whether this 
drug is excreted in human milk or not.
