Tobramycin USP

Description: Tobramycin is an aminoglycoside
antibiotic derived from Streptomyces tenebrarius and
used to treat various types of bacterial infections,
particularly Gram-negative infections.

Mode of action: Like other aminoglycosides, the
bactericidal activity of Tobramycin is taken up into
sensitive bacterial cells by an active transport process.
Within the cell Tobramycin bind to the 30s and to some
extent to the 50s subunits of the bacterial ribosome,
inhibiting protein synthesis and generating errors in the
transcription of the genetic code.

Composition: Torcin® Eye Drops: Each ml sterile
eye drops contains Tobramycin USP 3 mg.

Torcin® Eye Ointment: Each gm sterile eye ointment
contains Tobramycin USP 3 mg.

Indications: Tobramycin eye drops/ointment is
indicated for the treatment of external infections of the
eye and its appendages such as bacterial
conjunctivitis, keratitis, dacryocystitis, blepharitis and
corneal ulcer caused by susceptible bacteria.

Dosage & administration: Torcin® Eye Drops: In
mild to moderate infection, instill 1 drop 4-6 times daily
into the conjunctival sac(s). In severe cases of
infection, instill 1 drop hourly until improvement is
obtained, then reduce the dose gradually. Duration of
treatment is 5-15 days.

Torcin® Eye Ointment: In mild to moderate infection,
apply a /> inch ribbon into the affected eye(s) two or
three times per day. In severe infection, instill a '/> inch
ribbon into the affected eye(s) every three to four
hours until improvement. The usual duration of
treatment is 7 to 10 days.

Contraindications: In  patient with  known
hypersensitivity to any component of the product.
Partial cross-allergenicity to other aminoglycosides
has been established.

Side effects: The most frequent adverse reactions of
Tobramycin are localized ocular toxicity and
hypersensitivity, including lid itching & swelling and
conjunctival erythema. These reactions occur in less
than 3% of patients treated.

Use in pregnancy & lactation: Pregnancy category B.
Tobramycin may cause adverse reactions in nursing
infants. Therefore a decision should be made whether
to discontinue nursing the infant or discontinue the
drug, taking into account the importance of the drug to
the mother.

Precautions: As with other anti-infective, prolonged
use may result in overgrowth of non-susceptible
organisms, including fungi. If super-infection occurs,
discontinue use and institute alternative therapy.
Patients should be advised not to wear contact lenses
if they have signs and symptoms of bacterial
conjunctivitis.

Drug interactions: Specific drug interaction studies
on Tobramycin ophthalmic preparation have not been
established.

Over dosage: Not known and not likely in ophthalmic
preparation.

Storage: Keep out of reach of children. Store in a dry
place, within 2-25°C temperature and protected from
light. Do not touch the dropper/tube tip to surfaces
since this may contaminate the solution/ointment. Do
not use after one month of first opening.

Packaging: Torcin® Eye Drops: Each dropper bottle
contains 5 ml sterile eye drops.

Torcin® Eye Ointment: Each tube contains 3 gm
sterile eye ointment.
