Dequa® VT

Dequalinium Chloride BP

Description: Dequa® VT is the preparation of Dequalinium
Chloride which belongs to the family of anti-infective and
antiseptic drugs. It is active against the bacteria which cause
bacterial vaginosis. Dequa® VT is inserted into the vagina for
treatment at the site of infection.

Mode of action: Dequa® VT has a multiple mode of action. It
disrupts the cell permeability of the bacteria by absorbing
onto the bacterial cell surface and diffusing across the
membrane. It also binds to the cytoplasmic membrane with
subsequent formation of complexes and protein precipitation
and lyses the membrane in adequate concentrations,
perturbing osmotic exchange. Loss of normal enzymatic
activity is achieved through several different processes.
Denaturation of proteins results in inhibition of bacterial cell
metabolism. Disruption of bacterial energy production is
mediated through inhibition of glucose metabolism and
inhibition of mitochondrial ATP synthesis via inhibition of
bacterial F1-ATPase. Protein synthesis is also terminated at
the level of ribosomes. Bacterial nucleic acids are also
affected through direct binding of the drug to DNA in vitro,
and precipitation of cytoplasmic material with nucleic acids
being the most sensitive.

Composition
Dequa® VT 10 mg Vaginal Tablet: Each tablet contains
Dequalinium Chloride BP 10 mg.

Indication: Dequa® VT is indicated for the treatment of
bacterial vaginosis.

Dosage: The recommended dose of Dequa® VT is 1 vaginal
tablet daily for 6 days.

Administration:
1) Take out the vaginal tablet from the strip & place it on
applicator according to the rules shown in the picture.
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2) In supine position insert the applicator with medicine to the
vagina up to one & half inches.

3) After press on the piston of the applicator take it out of
vagina & lie down for a while.

¢ If menstruation starts just after starting use of Dequa® VT,

then stop taking the medication & start using the remaining
tablets just after the menstruation, complete the dose of 6
tablets in total.

¢ If vagina seems dry then mix 2 to 3 drops of water with the
tablet before insertion.

Contraindication: Hypersensitivity to Dequalinium Chloride
or any components of the product.

Ulceration of the vaginal epithelium and the vaginal portion of
the cervix.

Those who have not yet had their first menstruation and thus
did not reach sexual maturity must not use Dequalinium
Chloride.

Side effects: Most of the side effects are mild and short
lived. Some common side effects are-mild vaginal itching,
mild vaginal burning, discharge etc.

Use in Pregnancy and Lactation: Based on previous
experience and since Dequa® VT acts locally, no harmful
effects on pregnancy and/or the unborn and breast fed infant
are expected. Dequa®” VT should only be used during
pregnancy and during breast-feeding if medically needed.

Use in children and adolescents

There is insufficient experience of the use of Dequalinium
Chloride in children and adolescents under 18 years of age.
Use in women above 55 years and elderly

There is insufficient experience of the use of Dequalinium
Chloride in women above 55 years.

Precaution: Intravaginal use of soaps, spermicides and
vaginal douches (vaginal washes) is not recommended
during treatment with Dequalinium Chloride.

Dequalinium Chloride should be stopped during the heavy
bleeding of menstruation and within 12 hours before birth of
newborn.

Storage: Keep out of reach of children. Store in a dry place,
below 25°C temperature and protected from light.

Packaging
Dequa® VT 10 mg Vaginal Tablet: Each carton contains 6X1
tablet in Alu-PVC strip.
