Sodium alginate + potassium bicarbonate

Description: Sodium alginate and potassium 

bicarbonate combination is used as reflux-suppressant 

to relieve acid regurgitation, heartburn and acid reflux 

caused by indigestion.

Mode of action: Sodium alginate reacts with the acid 

in the stomach to form a gel. Potassium bicarbonate 

also reacts with the acid in the stomach to form 

bubbles of carbon dioxide. These bubbles are trapped 

by the gel and they allow the gel to float like a raft on 

top of the stomach contents.

Pharmacokinetics: Being a non systemic drug, no 

pharmacokinetic information is available.

Composition: Algisum® Chewable Tablet: Each 

tablet contains sodium alginate BP 500 mg and 

potassium bicarbonate BP 100 mg.

Algisum® 200 ml Suspension: Each 5 ml suspension 

contains sodium alginate BP 500 mg and potassium 

bicarbonate BP 100 mg.

Indications: Treatment of symptoms of 

gastro-esophageal reflux such as acid regurgitation, 

heartburn and indigestion (related to reflux), for 

example, following meals, or during pregnancy, or in 

patients with symptoms related to reflux esophagitis.

Dosage & administration: Chewable tablet: Adults 

and children 12 years and over: One to two chewable 

tablets after meals and at bedtime.

Child 6 - 12 years: 1 chewable tablet after meals and 

at bedtime.

Suspension: Adults and children 12 years and over:  

5 -10 ml after meals and at bedtime.

Child 2 - 12 years: 2.5 - 5 ml after meals and at 

bedtime

Algisum® is not recommended for children under 2 

years of age. 

Contraindications: This medicinal product is 

contraindicated in patients with known or suspected 

hypersensitivity to the active substances or to any of 

the excipients.

Side effects: Very rarely (<1/10,000) patients may 

develop allergic manifestations such as urticaria or 

bronchospasm, anaphylactic or anaphylactoid 

reactions.

Use in pregnancy & lactation: It can be prescribed 

during pregnancy and lactation if necessary.

Precautions: Precaution should be taken in case of 

congestive cardiac failure and renal impairment or 

when taking drugs which can increase plasma 

potassium levels. Care needs to be taken in treating 

patients with hypercalcaemia, nephrocalcinosis and 

recurrent calcium containing renal calculi.

Drug interactions: None known.

Over dosage: In the event of overdosage 

symptomatic treatment should be given. The patient 

may notice abdominal distension.

Storage: Do not store above 30°C. Store in a cool and 

dry place, protected from light.

Algisum® 200 ml Suspension: Each carton contains 

a bottle having 200 ml suspension.
