Description: Besifloxacin is a white to pale yellowish 

white powder belongs to anti-bacterial group.

Mode of action: Besifloxacin acts against Gram 

positive and Gram negative bacteria due to the 

inhibition of both bacterial DNA gyrase and 

topoisomerase IV. DNA gyrase is an essential enzyme 

required for replication, transcription and repair of 

bacterial DNA. Topoisomerase IV is an essential 

enzyme required for partitioning of the chromosomal 

DNA during bacterial cell division.

Composition: Beslocin® Ophthalmic Suspension: 

Each ml contains Bseifloxacin Hydrochloride INN 6.56 

mg equivalent to Besifloxacin 6 mg.

Indications: Bacterial conjunctivitis or ocular bacterial 

infections.

Dosage and administration: 1 drop in the affected 

eye(s) 3 times a day. 4 to 12 hours apart for 7 days or 

as directed by the Physician.
