Betamethasone Dipropionate BP

Description: Betson® is a preparation of Betamethasone Dipropionate which is a
topical corticosteroid with anti-inflammatory, antipruritic and vasoconstrictive
properties.

Mode of action: Betamethasone Dipropionate (Betson®) induces peptides called
lipocortins. Lipocortins antagonize phospholipase A2, an enzyme which causes the
breakdown of leukocyte lysosomal membranes to release arachidonic acid. This
action decreases the subsequent formation and release of endogenous
inflammatory mediators including prostaglandins, kinins, histamine.

Pharmacokinetics: Betamethasone Dipropionate (Betson®) can be absorbed from
normal intact skin. Corticosteroids are bound to plasma proteins in varying degrees.
Corticosteroids are metabolized primarily in the liver.It excreted by the kidneys.

Composition: Betson® Cream: Each gm cream contains Betamethasone
Dipropionate BP 0.643 mg equivalent to Betamethasone 0.5 mg.

Betson® Ointment: Each gm ointment contains Betamethasone Dipropionate BP
0.643 mg equivalent to Betamethasone 0.5 mg.

Indications: Betson® cream and ointment are indicated for the relief of the
inflammatory and pruritic  manifestations of resistant or severe
corticosteroid-responsive dermatoses such as atopic eczema, contact dermatitis,
psoriasis.

Dosage & administration: Apply a thin film of Betson® ointment or cream to the
affected skin once or twice daily. Treatment with Betamethasone Dipropionate
should be limited to 50g per week.

Contraindications: Hypersensitivity to Betamethasone Dipropionate, other
corticosteroids or any components in this preparation. Like other topical
corticosteroids, Betamethasone Dipropionate is contraindicated in viral infections of the
skin, such as vaccinia, varicella and Herpes simplex, also tuberculosis, acne rosacea,
fungal skin infections (moniliasis), perioral dermatitis and ulcerative conditions.

Side effects: The most frequent side effects reported with Betamethasone
Dipropionate are mild to moderate transient burning/stinging, dry skin, pruritus,
irritation and folliculitis.

Use in pregnancy & lactation: Topical administration of corticosteroids to
pregnant animals can cause abnormalities of fetal development. There is
inadequate evidence of safety in lactation.

Precautions: Betamethasone Dipropionate should not be used in or near the eyes, If a
favourable response does not occur promptly, Betamethasone Dipropionate should be
discontinued until the infection has been controlled adequately. Prolonged use of
topical corticosteroid preparations may produce striae or atrophy of the skin or
subcutaneous tissue. If this occurs, treatment should be discontinued.

Drug interactions: There is no evidence of any kind of interaction.

Over dosage: Acute overdose with the ointment is unlikely and would not be
expected to lead to a lifethreatening situation.

Storage: Keep out of reach of children. Store in a dry place, below 25°C
temperature and protected from light.

Betson® Cream: Each pack has a tube containing 20 gm cream.

Betson® Ointment: Each pack has a tube containing 20 gm ointment.
