Esomeprazole, Amoxicillin, Clarithromycin

Description: Esomeprazole is a gastric proton pump 

inhibitor which acts on active proton pump. Amoxicillin is a 

broad-spectrum antibiotic & Clarithromycin is an antibiotic of 

the macrolide family highly effective against a wide variety 

of aerobic and anaerobic Gram-positive and Gram-negative 

pathogens.

Mode of action: Esomeprazole suppresses gastric acid 

secretion by inhibiting the gastric H+/K+-ATPase at the 

secretory surface of the gastric parietal cell. Amoxicillin 

works by inhibiting bacterial cell wall synthesis & 

Clarithromycin acts by inhibiting microsomal protein 

synthesis in susceptible organisms mainly by binding to the 

donor site on the 50S subunit of the bacterial ribosome and 

preventing translocation to that site.

Pharmacokinetics: The plasma elimination half-life of 

esomeprazole is approximately 1-1.5 hours. Less than 1% 

of parent drug is excreted in the urine. Approximately 80% 

of an oral dose of esomeprazole is excreted as inactive 

metabolites in the urine, and the remainder is found as 

inactive metabolites in the feces. Amoxicillin is acid stable 

penicillin. 90% of 500 mg oral dose is absorbed and peak 

serum level of 10 mg/L is attained 1-2 hour after dosing. 

Plasma protein binding is around 20%. Elimination of 

amoxicillin occurs via the kidneys. Clarithromycin is rapidly 

absorbed from the gastrointestinal tract and undergoes first 

pass metabolism; the bioavailability of the parent drug is 

about 55%. It is metabolized in liver and excreted in faeces. 

Composition: Esotid® HP: Each blister strip contains 1 

Esomeprazole USP 20 mg tablet, 2 Amoxicillin BP 500 mg 

capsules and 1 Clarithromycin USP 500 mg tablet.

Indications: Esotid® HP is indicated for the eradication of 

H. pylori in active chronic gastric, duodenal and gastric 

ulcers.

Dosage & administration: Each Esotid® HP twice daily for 

7-14 days or as per the physician's advice.

Contraindications: Esotid® HP is contraindicated in 

patients with known hypersensitivity to any of its 

component.

Side effects: Adverse reactions which were reported as 

possibly or probably related to treatment (<3%) in clinical 

trials when all three components of this therapy were given 

concomitantly are listed below and devided by body 

systems. Digestive system: Nausea, vomiting, diarrhoea, 

dark stools, dry mouth, glossitis, oral moniliasis, stomatitis, 

tongue discoloration; Musculoskeletal system: Myalgia; 

Nervous System: Confusion, headache, dizziness; Skin: 

Skin reactions; Urogenital System: Vaginitis, vaginal 

moniliasis.

Use in pregnancy & lactation: There were no adequate 

and well-controlled studies of Esotid® HP in pregnant 

women. Esotid® HP should be used during pregnancy only 

if the potential benefit justifies the potential risk of the 

mother. Clarithromycin should not be used in pregnant 

women except in clinical circumstances where no alternative 

therapy is appropriate. Amoxicillin is excreted in human milk 

in very small amounts. Because of the potential for serious 

adverse reactions in nursing infants from Esotid® HP, a 

decision should be made whether to discontinue nursing or 

to discontinue the drug therapy, taking into account the 

importance of the therapy to the mother.

Precautions: Serious and occasionally fatal hypersensitivity 

(anaphylactoid) reactions have been reported in patients on 

Amoxicillin therapy.

Use In Geriatrics: Elderly patients may suffer from 

asymptomatic renal and hepatic dysfunction. Care should 

be taken when administering Esotid® HP to this patient 

population.

Drug interactions: Some products that may interact with 

this drug include: cilostazol, clopidogrel, methotrexate 

(especially high-dose treatment), rifampin. Some products 

need stomach acid so that the body can absorb them 

properly. Esomeprazole decreases stomach acid, so it may 

change how well these products work. Use of Clarithromycin 

in patients who are receiving theophylline may be 

associated with an increase of serum theophylline 

concentrations. There have been reports of interactions of 

erythromycin and/or clarithromycin with carbamazepine, 

cyclosporine, tacrolimus, hexobarbital, phenytoin, alfetanil, 

disopyramide, lovastatin, bromocriptine, valproate, 

terfenadine, cisapride, pimozide & astemizole.

Over dosage

There has been no experience of overdoses with 

Esomeprazole. In case of overdosage of Amoxicillin, 

medication is discontinued, treatment should be 

symptomatic and supportive measures are institued as 

required. Overdosage of Clarithromycin can cause 

gastrointestinal symptoms such as abdominal pain, 

vomiting, nausea and diarrhea.

Storage: Keep out of reach of children. Store in a dry place, 

below 25˚C temperature and protected from light.

Packaging

Esotid® HP: Each carton contains 1X14 sachets. Each 

sachet contains 1 Esotid® HP  blister strip.
