Description: Omeprazole (Ometid
® 

MUPS) is a substituted 

benzimidazole, a compound that inhibits gastric acid 

secretion. The stability of Omeprazole is a function of pH; it is 

rapidly degraded in acid media, but has acceptable stability 

under alkaline conditions. The half-life is highly pH dependent.

Mode of action: Omeprazole (Ometid
® 

MUPS) suppress 

gastric acid secretion by specific inhibition of the H+/K+ 

ATPase enzyme system at the secretory surface of the gastric 

parietal cell. Because this enzyme system is regarded as the 

acid (proton) pump within the gastric mucosa, Omeprazole 

has been characterized as a gastric acid-pump inhibitor, in 

that it blocks the final step of acid production.

Swallow the tablet with a full glass of water. The tablet must 

not be chewed or crushed or if the patients have trouble 

swallowing the tablets put the tablet into a glass of water. Stir 

the preparation until the tablets disintegrate. Then drink the 

liquid within 30 minutes. Take the tablet with or without food.

Contraindications: In patients with known hypersensitivity to 

any component of the formulation.

Side effects: Nausea, vomiting, headache, dry mouth, 

abdominal pain, diarrhea etc. 

Use in pregnancy & lactation: There are not enough 

published data on Omeprazole during pregnancy showing 

teratogenic risk. As Omeprazole is excreted in human milk, so 

caution should be taken into account before using in nursing 

mother.

Precautions: Omeprazole should be used with caution in 

patients with liver disease, pregnancy & lactation. 

Drug interactions: Omeprazole may reduce the rate of 

metabolism of Diazepam, Phenytoin and Carbamazepine etc.

Storage: Keep out of reach of children, Store in a dry place, 

below 25° C temperature and protected from light.
