 Tobramycin  USP 

Description

Tobramycin is an aminoglycoside antibiotic derived 

from Streptomyces Tenebrarius.

Mode of action

Tobramycin interferes bacterial protein synthesis 

binding to 30S and 50S ribosomal subunits of 

bacteria. 

Composition: Torcin® Nebuliser Solution:

Each 5 ml Vial Card contains Tobramycin USP    

300 mg.

Preservative: Free.

Indications

Cystic fibrosis  and severe COPD patients colonized 

with Pseudomonas aeruginosa.

Dosage & administration

The recommended dose for both adult and pediatric 

patients (6 years and older) is 300 mg (one single 

Vial Card) twice daily by oral inhalation for 28 days.  

Tobramycin should be taken 28 days on drug, 

followed by 28 days off drug.

Contraindications

Contraindicated in those patients who are 

sensitive to any composition of this preparation. 

Side effects

Inhaled Tobramycin is generally well tolerated. 

Voice alterations and tinnitus are more common in 

the on-drug periods. However, all the episodes are 

transient and resolved without discontinuation of the 

regimen. 

Use in pregnancy & lactation

There are no adequate and well controlled studies 

in pregnant women. This nebuliser solution should 

be used during pregnancy only if the potential 

benefits justifies the potential risk to the fetus. This 

nebuliser solution has not been measured in human 

milk, although it can be presumed to be excreted in 

human milk. Caution should be exercised when 

administered to a nursing mother.  

Precautions

It should be used with care in patients with known 

or suspected renal, auditory and neuromuscular 

dysfunction.

Drug interactions

Concomitantly use of Tobramycin with 

beta-agonists, inhaled corticosteroids and 

parenteral aminoglycosides demonstrates adverse 

experiences. 

Over dosage

Nephrotoxicity and auditory toxicity (e.g. dizziness, 

tinnitus & loss of hearing) may be caused.

Storage

Keep out of reach of children. Store in a refrigerator 

at 2-8˚C temperature and protected from light. 
Don’t touch Vial Card tip to any surface as this may 
contaminate this preparation. Upon removal from 

the refrigerator, or if refrigeration is unavailable, 

tobramycin inhalation solution Vial Card 

(unopened) may be stored at maximum 25º 

temperature for 28 days. 

The solution in the Vial Card is slightly yellow to 

darken with age if not stored in the refrigerator; 

however, the color change does not indicate any 

change in the quality of the product.

Torcin® Nebuliser Solution: Each carton contains 

5X1 Vial Card of 5 ml Sterile Nebuliser Solution.
