Moxifloxacin Hydrochloride BP 

Description 

Moxifloxacin is a fourth generation synthetic 

fluoroquinolone, which covers both Gram (+), 

Gram (-), aerobic, anaerobic pathogens & also 

atypical bacteria.

Mode of action

The antimicrobial action of Moxifloxacin results 

from inhibition of the topoisomerase II (DNA 

gyrase) and topoisomerase IV. DNA gyrase is an 

essential enzyme that is involved in the 

replication, transcription and repair of bacterial 

DNA. Topoisomerase IV is an enzyme known to 

play a key role in the partitioning of the 

chromosomal DNA during bacterial cell division.

Composition

Moxilocin® 400 Tablet: Each film coated tablet 

contains Moxifloxacin Hydrochloride BP 436.32 

mg equivalent to Moxifloxacin 400 mg.

Moxilocin® IV Infusion: Each 100 ml IV infusion 

contains Moxifloxacin Hydrochloride BP 174.530 

mg equivalent to Moxifloxacin  160 mg. 

Indications

Moxifloxacin is indicated for treating following 

infections in adults ≥ 18 years of age caused by 
designated susceptible bacteria.  

• Acute Bacterial Sinusitis

• Acute Bacterial Exacerbation of Chronic 

 Bronchitis

• Community Acquired Pneumonia

• Skin and Skin Structure Infections:   

 Uncomplicated and Complicated

• Complicated Intra-Abdominal Infections.

Dosage & administration

• Acute Bacterial Sinusitis-400 mg once daily for   

 10 days.

• Acute Bacterial Exacerbation of Chronic   

 Bronchitis- 400 mg once daily for 5 days.

• Community Acquired Pneumonia- 400 mg once   

 daily for 7 to 14 days.

• Uncomplicated SSSI-400 mg once daily for 7 

 days.

• Complicated SSSI-400 mg once daily for 7 to 

 21 days.

• Complicated Intra-Abdominal Infections-

 400 mg once daily for 5 to 14 days.

Moxilocin® IV Infusion should be administered 
by intravenous infusion over a period of 60 
minutes. Avoid bolus or rapid infusion. 

Contraindications
Known hypersensitivity to Moxifloxacin or other 
quinolones.

Side effects
Tendinopathy and Tendon Rupture, QT 
Prolongation, Hypersensitivity Reactions, Anemia, 
Nausea, Vomiting, Constipation, Dyspepsia, 
Hypokalemia, Headache, Dizziness, Insomnia, 
Leukopenia Leukocytosis, Neutropenia, Vertigo, 
Tinnitus and Vision blurred.

Use in pregnancy & lactation
US-FDA Pregnancy Category C. Moxifloxacin 
may also be excreted in human milk. A decision 
should be made whether to discontinue nursing 
or to discontinue the drug, taking into account the 
importance of the drug to the mother.

Precautions
Use caution in patients with known or suspected 
CNS disorders.

Drug interactions
Antacids, sucralfate, multivitamins and other 
products containing multivalent cations, Warfarin, 
Antiarrhythmics.

Over dosage
Single oral overdoses up to 2.8 g were not 
associated with any serious adverse events. In 
the event of acute overdose, the stomach should 
be emptied and adequate hydration maintained.

Storage
Keep out of reach of children. Store in a dry 
place, below 25˚C temperature and protected 
from light. 

Packaging
Moxilocin® 400 Tablet: Each carton contains 

10X1 tablets in Alu-Alu Blister pack.

Moxilocin® IV Infusion: Each carton contains 

250 ml IV infusion in a clear glass bottle.
