 Sterile Eye Gel

 Ganciclovir USP 0.15% 

Description: Ganciclovir is an antiviral sterile eye gel 
that is indicated only for topical administration to the 
eyes.
Mode of Action: Ganciclovir is transformed to 
ganciclovir triphosphate by viral and cellular thymidine 
kinases. Which causes DNA chain termination and 
prevention of DNA replication as a result it inhibits the 
synthesis of viral DNA. Thus it shows the antiviral 
action.
Composition: Ganrux® Sterile Eye Gel:  Each gm 
eye gel contains Ganciclovir USP 1.50 mg.
Indication: Acute herpetic keratitis (dendritic ulcers).
Dosage & Administration: 1 drop in the affected eye 
5 times per day (approximately every 3 hours while 
awake) until the corneal ulcer heals, and then 1 drop 3 
times per day for 7 days.
Contraindications: No data was found.
Side Effects: The most common adverse reactions 
reported in patients were blurred vision (60%), eye 
irritation (20%), punctate keratitis (5%), and 
conjunctival hyperemia (5%).
Use in Pregnancy & Lactation: Pregnancy Category 
C. Ganciclovir eye gel should be used during 
pregnancy only if the potential benefit justifies the 
potential risk to the fetus.
It is not known whether this drug is excreted in human 
milk or not. Caution should be exercised when it is 
administered to a nursing woman.
Precautions: Contact lenses should be removed prior 
to installation. For ophthalmic use only.
Drug Interactions: No data was found.
Over Dosage: No data was found.
Storage: Keep out of reach of children. Store in a dry 
place, below 25° C temperature, and protected from 
light. Do not touch the tube tip as it may contaminate 
the gel. Do not freeze. Do not use after one month of 
first opening.
Packaging: Ganrux® Sterile Eye Gel: Each tube 
contains 5 gm sterile eye gel.
